We support families, with children from pre-birth to !ve years of age, by working
together with parents, carers, organisations and partner agencies. This is achieved by
bringing together Health Services, Family Support, Childcare and Education, with the
ultimate common goal being to improve and enhance outcomes for children.

We have achieved the NHS Smile Award Plus and are working towards receiving
Healthy Early Years Status.  Both of these recognise the Children’s Centre contribution
towards promoting healthy eating and healthy lifestyles.  This is re"ected in our policies
and the ethos of our Service.

We have an Advisory Board to help to steer Children’s Centre Services, we also have a
Parent Forum, made up of local parents, who come together to represent the voice of
local families.

Our Activity Room:
We have a versatile activity room, which is adapted to provide a welcoming, stimulating
and supportive environment to enable us to meet a wide variety of family needs and
also to provide appropriate space for family activity sessions. Our Family Support
Workers are on hand to give advice, support and guidance on a variety of family issues.

Our Sensory Room:
We have a very well equipped sensory room. The specialist equipment means that a
tailored environment can be created to bene!t children with a speci!c need or
disability. The room is also ideal for calming and relaxing babies and providing sensory
experiences to enhance their learning and development. The room capacity is quite
small, so is best used for one-to-one sessions, or for one or two families at a time and 15
to 20 minute time slots are recommended.
