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Oakhill Play Area Proposal
Residents have contacted both Milton Keynes Council and the Parish Council to see if it is possible to have a play area in Oakhill.  Following discussions, Milton Keynes Council has identified a site that has sufficient space to accommodate the play area.

The location of the play area would be in the open space at the end of the Portway; off Otterburn Crescent, between Walnuts School and Oakhill. 
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The proposed play area would be constructed in wood to fit with the naturalistic setting. The play equipment to be installed on grass with a reinforcement matting; that allows the grass to grow through and provides impact amelioration.  Metal estate fencing would enclose the play space with the provision of seating.  
Proposed play area detail    
The play area will be primarily aimed at children 8 years and younger and includes  a range of equipment to promote social and physical play:

· Swing set with cradle swings

· Swing set with flat seats

· Seesaw

· Roundabout

· Multiplay with climbing and sliding 

· Sculptural and tactile elements to reflect the Oakhill name and a Great Crested Newt  
How would it look?
The poles are made of a resilient timber, cut straight from the tree so they have a more natural feel. The metal estate railing is a typical detail of rural country houses to fit with the setting and is low maintenance.   

The enclosed plan shows more detail about the equipment and age range.
